IMPORTANT MESSAGE
FROM THE PRESIDENT!

DID YOU KNOW:

- the cost of each VOS production is between $100,000 and
$110,000 and rising

- each production, MUST make at least $25,000 to cover all
our overhead and administration expenses

- that Guys & Dolls made $23,914.58 - HOWEVER we
had $23,000 from a gaming grant therefore we made
$914.58

- that we lost $4,690.14 for Will Rogers Follies which
means we actually lost $29,690.14

- that usually at this time of the year, we receive our Gaming
Grant. However, it is very unlikely we will receive this
$26,000 this year which means we must make $38,000 for
each production in 2009-10

If you read the paper lately, there has been much said about
the Government stopping the Gaming Grants this coming
year. We were told last year that we were pre-approved to
receive our grant, but to date it has not materialized and we
cannot get an answer from the Gaming Commission about it.
We have to assume it will not be coming.

Recently we held a Bottle Drive from which we made just
over $223.12. We want to thank those members who came
and spent the day at the Bottle Depot and to those SIX
members who came out and supported our efforts with your
contributions.
