WOMEN

Dolly Levi:

Dynamic, positive, loud, commanding, fearless Jewish
mother-type with quick-witted focus on her own and others'
needs and the means and decisive and confident intelligence
and speedy tongue to make anything happen.

Vocal: High strong legit voice and belt voice. F above C

Irene Molloy:

30-35, the opposite of Dolly but very secure in who she is;
warm, quiet, mature, kind, sometimes a bit sad, with a warm,
mellow voice.

Vocal: warm, mezzo quality, lyrical, secure up to F

Ermengarde:
17-20, thin, pretty, whiney, good dancer

Ernestina:
Voluptuous, nasal, loud, Judy Holiday type, gauche and a bit
cheap but she doesn't know it.

Minnie Fay:

18-25, young, gossipy, social climber, likes to impress others;
an inflated sense of self-worth, in for the ride, doesn't know
what she wants; babbles constantly nervously, so she doesn't
have time to think.

MEN

Horace Vandergelder:

Mature, handsome in his own way, a bit bumbling, both in
business and in fashion; not romantic, everything is a business
deal, easily confused and bewildered, can be manipulated at
times, particularly by Dolly.

Vocal: warm baritone with a good G

Cornelius Hackl:

30-35, young in experience but NOT silly, open, ambitious,
bold, energetic, creative, very quick.

Vocal: lovely, lyric, secure tenor, with a comfortable high G

Ambrose Kemper:
20-22, handsome, energetic, personable, ambitious, a one-
woman guy, focused, determined. Strong Dancer

Barnaby Tucker:

17-22, short, nervous type, not bad looking but not terribly
confident; depends on Cornelius to make the decisions but
always doubts. He does have more of a conscience.

Vocal: baritenor up to F

Rudolph Reisenweber:

Arrogant, Colonel Klink type, enjoys listening to himself;
everything reflects on him, therefore, everything must be
perfect. Tall, very erect posture, not heavy.

Judge:
Santa Claus type, with white hair, beard, red cheeks, large,
pompous eyes of wonder, bushy eyebrows.

Court Clerk:

Much like the librarian in the Venice library in the film Indiana
Jones The Last Crusade; or like the librarian in Ghost Busters
who encountered the first ghost. Can be male or female.
